We spent the past year travelling around
the world. It seems kind of flat blurting it out
like that, but in simple terms we unplugged
our life for a year and fulfilled a dream. We
are very thankful for the ability to afford it
and very grateful to God for the gift of this
past year.

Leaving in late August 08 and returning in
July 09 we travelled west around the globe,
logging over 30,000 miles and visiting 15
countries. For eight months previous, Dave
drove Heather around the bend with project
manager’s charts and weekly progress
meetings but eventually on August 27, 2008
we climbed on Air New Zealand and
headed for Auckland. There was a rumour
that we were sailing around the world,
probably because people know we are
sailors but no, we went in jets mostly, with
Star Alliance network of airlines, on round
the world (RTW) tickets.

We are asked many questions about our
trip that would take too long to answer in
this newsletter. Instead, we refer you to
our blogsite for a newly published FAQ
summary which covers much of what
enquiring minds have wanted to know since
our return.

To give you an idea, though, highlights
included hiking up an active volcano in
Vanuatu, camping with kangaroos in
Australia, single-filing up the Franz Josef
glacier, shooting rabbits and shepherding
sheep in New Zealand, chocolate and
mango massages in Bali, tuk-tuking in
Thailand, dining on deep-fried spiders

in Cambodia, fascinating forts of the
maharajas in India, Turkish delights,

a month of serenity on Sifnos (Greece),
rugby revelry in England, and sampling
single malt in Scotland.

We did volunteer stints in two locations:

in northern Thailand, we worked at a
sanctuary for abused and sick elephants
called the Elephant Nature Park and in
southern India, we worked with an
organization called Bless who are installing
composting toilets for the villages and
schools of the area.

Our other joy was connecting with family
and friends in farflung places and some
long overdue reconnecting in the case of
old college friends of Heather’s in Australia.
The homespun hospitality was so very
welcome after months on the road! We
were also grateful for the chance to spend
some time with Heather’s parents in Nova
Scotia, while her Dad was on the mend
from surgery for soft tissue cancer last
spring.

How has this experienced changed us?

A year on the road has an effect on you that
is hard to explain without experiencing it.
By far the biggest advantage is the chance
at 50 to take the time to evaluate where you
have been in your life to date, to branch out
and see parts of the rest of the world, to
stretch yourself out of your comfort zone
and then ask yourself what to do with the
rest of your life when you return. Do we
want to make a difference in the world or
just live our nice North American lifestyle?
